Abraham is considered our father in faith because he practiced his faith even when it didn’t seem sensible to do 
so. His faith allowed him to obey God and to hope in him despite an apparent lack of evidence of God’s fidelity. 
And because of his faith, Abram became Abraham, the Father of nations, the common ancestor of Jewish, Chris-
tian, and Muslim peoples.  
Abraham understands that no creature, no gift, should take God’s place in the human heart—even something as 
dear as a God-given child. This is the absolute, total trust God asks of us. When dealing with all the good things 
God gives us, including those he has promised and those we love most, we must be willing to trust what he asks 
of us. God doesn’t always make sense right away, and we’re often painfully aware that his ways are not our ways. 
Have you ever been caught in a storm—perhaps a really scary storm with wind howling, 
rain pounding, skies so dark it looks like night in the middle of the day? This is how the 
winds of our passions, and the pressure of our secret expectations can clash with God’s 
plans for us. A darkened front moves into our soul, making it difficult to hear God’s voice 
and see the light of his will. Here lies the heroism of faith. We walk by faith, not by sight. 
For this reason, Abraham is the faithful servant found doing the Master’s will. His treas-
ure was in God.
